   Greetings in the   
   Name of Christ!  
   Well you can tell that the end  
   of summer is quickly coming  
   to an end ð by walking into 
stores and seeing the school supplies covering the 
isles (and Halloween candy starting to pop up).  But 
also because there is nothing on T.V. but the  
Olympics!   
 It has been fun watching the Olympics this 
year with the girls because they actually understand 
that this is a competition of the best athletes from all 
over the world.  Hannah who had to give a report in 
5th grade on a world country ð keeps looking to see 
if Ghana, Africa does well.  They also look for  
runners from Kenya ð as Evans is from there.  Jaz, 
my ultimate dancer, loves watching the gymnastics 
and floor routines as she can do some of the basic 
moves.  
 We have conversations about why in beach 
volleyball the guys wear long shorts, but the girls 
wear bikinis ð the girls donôt understand that one at 
all.  They think thatôs silly.  
 We watched the opening ceremony and  
noticed all the names of the countries ð how some 
had a lot of people and others just had a handful.  
And we talked about how they pick the locations 
from year to year and how the countries have to 
build all the facilities.   
 But the moments that I really like were the 
ones where we heard about the 
runners who got jumbled up  
together and one fell.  And the  
other runner, turned around to help 
her back up and continue to keep 
running with her, not worrying 
about the race but showing  
compassion to a fellow athlete that 
was hurt.   

 Even though we are hearing about the  
heartwarming storiesðwe also need to hear that there 
are difficult stories that are not being told.  
 U.S. swimmer Simone Manuel became the first 
black female athlete to win an individual Olympic 
swimming event. Manuel won the gold medal in the 
100 meter freestyle. She took the opportunity to talk 
about matters of race. 
"It means a lot, especially with what is going on in the 
world today, some of the issues of police  
brutality," Manuel told USA Today. "This win hopefully 
brings hope and change to some of the issues that 
are going on. My color just comes with the territory." 
 She later said, "Coming into the race I tried to 
take the weight of the black community off my  
shoulders. Itôs something I carry with me. I want to be 
an inspiration, but I would like there to be a day when 
it is not 'Simone the black swimmer.'"  
 There was also the story about the French, Pole 
Vaulter, Renaud Lavillenie, who was booed on the  
podium while he was received the silver Medal by the 
Brazilian fans who where also celebrating their  
country who had won gold. 
 We would hope that the Olympics would bring a 
sense of respect and admiration of the gifts and  
talents of these exceptional athletes that have worked 
hard most of their lives for this moment.  We would 
hope that we could put aside our prejudices and  
racism of people skin color,  nationalities, and  
religious beliefs and come together in a moment of 
peace and love and recognize that we are all just  
people who live on the same earth and we are all the 
same on the inside despite what we might look like on 
the outside.  Let us pray for unity, hope and peace as 
God.
